The longer I read and study the accounts 
of the first Christmas in the scriptures, 
the more I have come to realize how 
tame we have made it.  The birth of 
Jesus was a God-moment of such 
profound impact it shook the world to its 
core.

A few coins in the Salvation Army 
bucket. 
It doesn’t mean much- 
And then it’s gone, 
Lost in tinsel.” 
 

She puts her finger on what our efforts 
have done.  Try to tame God and you 
end up with a holiday that leaves us 
exhausted, or at best, wondering if there 
is something we’ve missed.  Let God 
loose and allow God the opportunity to 
shake us awake and you begin to hear 
the song and touch the star and kneel 
beside a shepherd quivering in fear and 
know that we have the chance to catch a 
glimpse of eternity in a baby’s smile. 
 

Ah, how I pray that we can discover the 
hope that God’s gift can bring to us.  It is 
meant to upset our normal expectations.  
It is about changing our course toward 
death and turning our faces toward life.  
It can bring disorientation but only so 
that we can be reoriented toward God’s 
will.   
 
 

Right there at the end of Luke’s account 
of Christmas, with the baby in her arms, 
the shepherds back in the fields and the 
reality of parenthood beginning to 
awaken her senses, it says, ‘and Mary 
pondered all these things in her heart.’  
The brush of angels wings, the visitors 
and their incredible stories and a child 
come to save the world…..the meaning 
of Christmas is always inviting itself 
into our lives, for it comes every time we 
see God in others, every time our tamed 
celebrations are shattered by the good 
news that God has come searching for 
us!
