Frequently asked questions about
Weddings at Salisbury Presbyterian Church

1. How do I get started?

You will first want to contact the minister at Salisbury Presbyterian to discuss your dates.  We do not schedule weddings during Holy Week or one week prior to Christmas.  Weddings are assigned on a first come first serve basis.  Weddings will begin no later than 7:00pm.  Click on the  SPC Wedding Application button back on the Facilities main page or insert this link in your web browser (http://salisburypc.org/welcome/WeddingApp.doc) . This form must then be  printed, completed and turned in to the church office for approval by the Session.

2. Does Salisbury allow non-member weddings?

Weddings at Salisbury are open to all members and immediate family of members who have attended SPC regularly for at least six months and are known to the clergy.

3. May I be allowed to have a minister from another church/denomination perform the ceremony?

One of the ministers at Salisbury will officiate at all weddings taking place in our sanctuary.  In special circumstances, a bride may desire another minister to assist at the wedding.

4. Do you require counseling?

The minister will schedule two workshops per year and the bridal couples will be required to attend one.

5. Does the church allow all forms of music?

After your wedding is approved, a music consultation with the church organist should be scheduled by the bride or member of the wedding party.  The organist will be glad to suggest appropriate music and to advise you regarding any requests you may have.

6. What does the church provide for planning?

A member of the church Wedding Guild will be assigned once approval has been given and  will serve as the wedding director throughout the planning stages, the rehearsal, and the wedding.  This individual will also work closely with any wedding planner you may have in your employ.

7. How many people does the church hold?

The maximum number of persons allowable by fire codes in our sanctuary is 400.

8. Does the church provide elements for decorations?
We have a kneeling bench and a unity candle holder.  At this current time, the church does not have any candelabra and would need to be rented.   The bride would need to provide all the candles. 
9. Do you have a space in the church for a reception? 

Our fellowship hall is available for member use only and allows for 350 guests (not seated).
10. Do you allow dancing and alcohol?

No, we do not have appropriate capability for dancing.  No alcohol is allowed on any part of the church property.

11. Are there any restrictions for photography, videographer or florist?

An agreement letter must be signed by the studio as to the guidelines of the church so that the ceremony is kept in reverence.

12. Who is responsible for cleaning up?

A cleaning fee as stated in the fee schedule includes trash removal, sanitizing restrooms and vacuuming only .  The wedding party is responsible for removal of all flowers, decorations and the replacing of the communion table, baptismal font, etc. if these have been repositioned for the ceremony.
